Lincoln Flats bends: The East Riding Council have made a car park at the site of the old railway line, which is on the bend. The Parish Council are concerned that this will make an already dangerous stretch of road more dangerous. The clerk is to contact P.C Dines again, to discuss a plan of action.

The extension to the 30mph limit at the Mill Lane end of the village will be in place by the end of September.
08/22 Notice Board: The size of the board has been decided, A1 plus a boarder of 10cm. The next step is the design. The manufacture will print any design onto the board. The Parish Council has to find a designer. The clerk is to contact local printers and the East Riding of Yorkshire Council to see if they have a design department. A deadline of the Easter weekend 2009 has been decided upon to put the board in place.

08/23 Emergency Planning Document: Chairman J Henley and Clerk S Howat  reviewed the document and brought a proposal to the meeting that a questionnaire be sent to every house in the village. 08/24 Dead line of O2 grant: G Brockhouse reported that an interim report had been sent to 02 with the progress to date. As to a dead line, there doesn’t seem to be one. 

08/25 West End sign: It has been brought to the attention of the Parish Council that the new name sign on West End is causing an obstruction, and has been asked for it to be removed. The clerk asked all Councillors to look at the sign and report back to her with their comments. The Parish Council will discuss the matter further at the next meeting.
